* Health system not fully prepared for disease burdens
(e.g. traumatisation, injuries)

e Capacity limitations in pediatrics, psychotherapy and
psychiatry, and emergency rooms (overuse)

« Access barriers to medical care (restricting vouchers;
reservation of some health care personnel)

e Language and cultural barriers from both sides

* Rejection of psychotherapy in spite of severe need from
some refugees

e Under- and overuse of health services
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Research needs for refugee health

* Few representative studies for disease burdens
* No longitudinal studies published
